267.25/26	Confirmation of the accuracy of the minutes of the Full Council Meeting held on 16th September 2025

Resolved: Minutes from the Full Council Meeting were approved 

Proposed by Cllr Sharp and Seconded by Cllr Vogwell -  All in favour. 

268.25/26	Members NOTED actions (outstanding or completed) from the minutes of the previous meeting. 

a. Current two Co-option vacancies and notice of vacancies for two Community Councillors
The Notice of vacancies is due to Cllrs R Glanville and R Williams stepping down.
b. Clearance of debris by the bridge – completed.
c. Payments for all the Heritage lamp posts have been received. The Clerk thanked Cllr Glanville for her support in obtaining the payments.
d. New signs for Cloy Lane and Graig Lane – Complaint to WCBC acknowledged. The sign for Graig Lane has been manufactured and installed. The remaining sign for Cloy Lane (Milbrook) is still outstanding.
e. TWM – It has been confirmed TWM has gone into administration.
Action: Clerk to source alternative suppliers to ask for quotes to repair the VAS on Station Road and adjust the speed display.
f. Picnic bench for Friars Field purchased and delivered.







269.25/26 To receive reports / issues from 

a) Report and recommendation to Full Council from the Working Group looking at the feasibility of conducting a consultation with residents to keep the bridge open to all traffic; limit the weight level further or close altogether.
Resolution: Members agreed to accept the Working Parties recommendation not to hold a consultation with residents regarding the bridge as the Community Council cannot guarantee any results from the aforementioned would be agreed and undertaken by WCBC. If, in the future, a consultation is required, this should be undertaken by WCBC.

b) Update on Drop in 25th October between 10am and 12 noon. Including residents registering interest in setting up Friends of the Boathouse
Action: The drop in event will be used to try and prompt the Community Council, encourage residents to consider joining a volunteer group to carry out voluntary maintenance work in and around the village. 
A list of any residents interested in becoming involved with setting up Friends of the Boathouse will be compiled. 

c) Members to consider two grant applications.

· Community Agents covering Bangor on Dee – Amount requested £90– see application.
Proposed by: Cllr Morrison and seconded by Cllr Vogwell – all in favour.
Resolution Members approved the grant of £90.

· Rainbow Foundation – request for funding £1,000 – see application and email correspondence.
Proposed by: Cllr Morrison and Cllrs Glanville – 1 abstention, 5 in favour. 
Resolution: Due to the strict budget this fiscal year, Members could not support the request for £1,000 from the Rainbow Foundation. It was also noted the requested information regarding how many residents of Bangor on Dee would benefit from this contribution has not been addressed by the Foundation.

d) Christmas Committee – Cllr J Grice asked the meeting to agree/note prior to the Christmas tree being installed this year, if a metal cylinder could be inserted into the ground in order to give the tree additional support (the cylinder would remain in the ground below the cutting level of the grass).

e) Members to discussed and reviewed the draft Charter between WCBC and Town and Community Councils – comments added will be returned to WCBC.
Action The Clerk will return the comments to WCBC.

f) Members approved both the updated Insurance Policy Schedule and Asset Register 

Resolution: Members approved the schedule and Asset Register.
Proposed by Cllr Morrison and seconded by Cllr Grice – All in favour.






g) Members agreed the purchase of a new bench £332.44 plus freight of £125.00 to be installed by the noticeboard.
The maintenance of benches in and around the village, including a bench purchased by the CC some years ago in memory of a previous Community Councillor. 
Action: A new bench will be purchased and installed by the noticeboard. 
Setting up a volunteer group to help with maintenance of benches etc is needed.

h) Nomination required for School Governor position (representing the Community Council). 
Action Cllr M Glanville will join the Governing Body at Ysgol Sant Dunawd.

i) Members NOTED the Clerk attending a forecasting, budgeting and setting the precept course October 22nd 10am Wednesday.

j) War Memorial by St Dunawds Church, ownership and responsibility
Action: Cllr Sharp will search for any documentation indicating who owns the war memorial.

Action The Chair and the Clerk will go through the documentation to ensure proper practice is being followed.
