279.25/26  To discuss the Boathouse and a proposal received to use it as a community hub 
Lisa and John gave a presentation and outline of their proposal for the Boathouse. It was agreed the next steps would be following up on recent communications with the auctioneers; to contact the current owners of the Royal Oak regarding the boathouse; preplanning advice from WCBC Planning Department; make enquiries with Land Registry about obtaining ownership. At some stage, a public consultation will be arranged to advise residents of Bangor on Dee of the proposal. It was agreed a monthly update would be provided each month to Full Council.
